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1. Opening and agenda
The Chair opened the meeting and thanked The Port Authority of Valencia for hosting the meeting.

2. Roll Call
No specific issues.
3. UN/CEFACT matters
The Chair reported from UN/CEFACT Forum 19-23 September 2011 in Geneva.
4. TBG3 report
With the reorganization of UN/CEFACT TBG3 will be reformed into the Transport Domain Group. Tim McGrath from the Bureau joined the meeting to answer questions, which were summarized by the Chair in a document.

Dominique Vankemmel will continue for some time as acting Chair until a Transport Domain Coordinator has been appointed.

Henk van Maaren resigns as Secretary and retires.

5. Transport project work
The status and future of the transport projects within CEFACT was reviewed.

The projects for Status Report and Transport Instruction will continue.

The projects for Transport Waybill and Dangerous Goods will be kept pending.

The meeting worked on the development of a Multi Modal Transport (MMT) structure, as a subset of the Collaborative Framework, but this was found to be very cumbersome. It would probably be better to develop the MMT from the ITIGG IFCSUM P&R.
Kerri Ahn presented the progress of the Cargo Tracing and Tracking project.
The Data overview is scheduled for mid December.

Yoshi Kito presented DMR from SMDG, which were approved.
6. ITIGG
The meeting discussed the future of ITIGG within the new structure ITIGG could continue to be used for the implementation guidelines of EDIFACT and possibly for the MMT structure for Core Components.
7. Co-operation with other groups
The Chair reported from the ISO TC 154/7372 MA meeting 13-14 September 2011 in Geneva.
Richard Cresta reported on the progress of the GS1 eCom Logistics working group, which has started developing a BRAD for Warehousing. Other messages have gone through all GS1 stages and through Proof of Concept, but no pilots yet.

The Secretary reported on the WCO DMPT meeting of October 2011 and on the Advance Cargo Declaration. WCO has accepted the responsibility to produce a guide for this.
8. Developments in the transport sector
Dominique Vankemmel and Shin-ishii Ishi reported on ISO TC204 (ITS – Intelligent Transport Systems) developments, and on the new proposal for governance rules to sustain electronic information exchange methods.
Shin-ishii Ishi reported on developments for new Manufactured Vehicles Visibility in the Supply Chain, as well as on the APEC supply chain visibility.

The Secretary reported on IATA Cargo XML.
Yoshi Kito reported on IMO developments.
The Chair reported on the UN/ECE meeting on the CIM/SMGS Railway Consignment Note on 21 September in Geneva.
Yoshi Kito reported from the SMDG meeting in London. The TPFREP final MIG will be drafted. The IFTSAI message amendment was approved, so now the final MIG will be drafted. The TANSTA user guide will be drafted. BAPLIE and MOVINS will be reviewed by a subgroup for the increased number of containers on a ship’s deck, and for dangerous goods information; this group will also study an upgrade of all container messages.
The Secretary reported on the joint PROTECT/RIS development of a BERMAN XML message, and presented the results, which were endorsed by the meeting.

In view of the reorganization towards a Transport domain group, no further meeting was fixed at the moment.
